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As people of faith, as Christians, we hold to the  
authority of Scripture – it is our rule for faith and  
life.  Now on the surface that may sound a bit  
legalistic, but it was never meant to be interpreted  
as a “phariseetic” statement.  It does however call  
us to trust in and embrace the stories that have been 
passed down through history of God’s covenant love 
for God’s people. 

I see that assurance and that love present in the life of  
Evergreen.  In the past two months we have received  
four members and more have expressed a desire to  
unite with the church.  We have a number of children  
who wish to participate in a Communicant’s Class and  
then publicly profess their faith in Jesus Christ and  
 becoming members.  The congregation stepped  
forward with the support of the 2009 budget, and the 
Associate Pastor and Christian Educator search  
committee has published the Church Information 
Form.  Our outreach ministries  continue to grow, 
and we have three Parish Associates with wonderful 
gifts who believe in and wish to participate in the min-
istry and mission of Evergreen. 

Wonderful things are happening because God isn’t 
finished with us.  As God told God’s people, “I am 
doing a new thing, do you not perceive it?”  What 
helps sustain us in the midst of the challenges of this 
“newness?”  Prayer.  Prayer binds us and sustains us  
as a community of faith.  I pray for Evergreen  
Presbyterian Church everyday, as I know many  
of you do.  But as your pastor I want to take prayer for 
the congregation a step further.   

Beginning with the first member listed on our church roll, I 
will pray each day for one specific member, working my 
way through the total membership and staff.  I will then mail 
that person a note to let them know they were specifically 
lifted in prayer that day.  When we pray with and for each 
other, both corporately and individually, we acknowledge 
the power and presence of God in our lives and the life of 
the church. 

As God continues to form and re-form Evergreen, may we  
continue to grow through God’s Word being faithful in wor-
ship, constant in prayer, and committed to discipleship and 
service.
